It may be of interest to take into account the special characteristics of the different population groups in research and education institutions:

· A highly educated workforce ("they know better than the radiation protection professionals").

· A large population of students that can be occasionally exposed (the protection of which is not always optimal or optimized).

Those subjects could be dealt with under "Institutional arrangements for use of radioactive materials" (Section 4).

"radioactive materials" should be replaced with "radiation sources" in the title mentioned above.

It is not clear whether linear accelerators are included in the planned document. They are mentioned in the contents (Section 3), but in the scope and overview section it is written that "The Safety Guide will not cover research reactors or critical assemblies … or particle accelerators". We think accelerators should be included.
